Work Description

1 Building Permits:

The work described in these specifications is to be carried out in accordance with all applicable codes
and ordinances. The contractor must pay for and obtain all required permits prior to the start of
construction. Contractors and subcontractors are responsible for posting copies of the permits at the
job-site and for scheduling all required inspections during the course of construction. Contractors or
subcontractors who fail to obtain required permits, or call for required inspections, may be suspended
from future bidding.

All drawings required to obtain permits must be included in the Contractor's proposal and must be
submitted to the Housing Division for review and prior approval.

The Housing Development Division has the right to inspect the work at any time without advance
notice.

2 Lead Based Paint:

Prior to rehabilitation, all lead-based paint hazards identified in the attached reports for this residence
are to be addressed per the recommendations of the Risk Assessor. Any project over $25,000 must
use State certified lead abatement contractor. Provide the name of contractor for approval by
RO.

It is the responsibility of the general contractor to familiarize themselves with all positively identified
components present at the jobsite, and to carry out all work related to those components utilizing
properly certified personnel. All positively identified components remaining in place are to be primed
with a 20 year encapsulant, Leadlok or eq, prior to finish painting.

Prior to releasing the project site for rehabilitation, 3rd Party clearance testing will be carried out by the
Housing Development Division under separate contract.

3  Asbestos:

See attached report identifying regulated asbestos containing materials (RACM). Demolition & disposal
of RACM to be carried out per applicable State & Federal regulations.

Prior to releasing the project site for rehabilitation, evidence of 3rd Party clearance testing must be
submitted to the Housing Development Division & the Owner.

4 Windows and Trim
to be removed by certified lead abatement contractor. Notify RO of contractor,s name and
supply their certificate. COS will do 3 rd party clearance at completion.

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Work Description

6 Windows:
Make openings in two bedrooms egress size by lowering sills. Wrap all exposed wood trim with
vinyl or aluminum.
Remove and replace all windows with new vinyl thermal break units. Installation to include cutting back
existing siding to expose window flanges, complete removal and disposal of existing sash and frames,
installation of new units to ensure proper operation, self-adhesive air-sealing strip at perimeter, flashing
and furring as required, installation of new 3/4" thick pre-primed hardboard exterior trim, and repair of
interior finishes as needed. All new units to include standard hardware and screens. Owner to select
from standard colors.

It is the contractor's responsibility to verify size, type, tempering requirements, and location of all
windows prior to ordering. New units must meet all IECC criteria currently in effect for this region.
Satisfactory documentation of compliance with this specification must be submitted to the Housing
Division prior to authorization of payment.

7 Entry cover
Replace corrugated plastic sheets with polycarbonate sheeting.

8 Sidewalk Removed
Dig up concrete sidewalk along front of house next to flower bed.

9 City sidewalk
Remove part of city sidewalk where raised up by tree roots and replace with 4 inch city mix approved
concrete.

10 Concrete walk way to House
Remove and replace with 4 inch thick 2500 psi concrete mix. 4 Ft. width. Compaction and add road
base. Ramp up to existing landing. Have RS inspect before pour. Replace sidewalk along front of
house in N-S direction along flower bed.

11 Fascia, Soffit and Gutters, Doors, Trim
Scrape, prime and paint 2 coats SW AIOO or equal. Owner to select color

12 Doors ;Front Entry

Replace front entry door with insulated fiberglass door (include installing peep hole) in paint-grade
jamb with integral weather stripping and adjustable threshold. (owner to select) Hardware to be Schlage
oreq lever handle with single cylinder deadbolt & thumb turn on interior. (owner to select) Allowance
of $500 for door and lock set to include tax .Delivery not included.

install new trim as needed.

13 Blown-in Insulation
Drill holes and patch and install insulation into all exterior walls. If possible, first choice is to blow in from
outside by removing course of vinyl siding. If it needs to be done on inside, patch drywall, repaint will
be on changeorder.

15 Storm Doors
Install 2 ea larson or equal storm doors to front and rear entry, top half slides with screen.

16 Remove Spruce Trees (2)
Cut down trees in front yard and grind up stumps. Remove roots in area where concrete sidewalks are
being lifted up.

17 Electrical: Service Panel
place distribution panel with 100-150 Amp min. All branch circuits to be labeled in permanent marker.
wide (2) GFCI protected exterior WP receptacles: (1) at front and (1) at rear of home.
wide (1) 20A branch circuit with GFCI protected receptacle at Bath.
wide (2) 20A small appliance circuits with GFCI protected receptacles @ the Kitchen countertops in
locations and spacing per current NEC.
wide separate 110V receptacles for the refrigerator & gas range with 110V supply for the range hood
and switched 110V supply below sink for dishwasher & disposal.
wide (1) 20A small appliance circuit @ the Laundry with (1) receptacle for the washer & a separate 30A
circuit with (1) 220V receptacle for the dryer.
wide (1) 20A branch circuit with switched disconnect for the heating equipment.
BR's to be supplied with grounded arc-fault type receptacles in locations & spacing per current NEC.
tall 110V hard-wired smoke detectors with battery backup @ all BR's & Hallways.
tall battery operated CO detectors: (1) each level at locations per manufacturer.
Replace old light light fixtures, outlets and receptacles & switch legs to be checked for proper operation,
polarity, and grounding. All light fixtures to be properly secured to code-compliant boxes, all ceiling fans
to be properly secured to blocking in ceiling framing, and all missing or damaged switches and cover
plates to be replaced with new.

18 Demo Cabinets
Remove cabinets and appliances. Reuse kitchen sink, faucet, garbage disposal if in good
condition.

19 Drywall
Patch and retexture drywall after demo and electrical
$
20 Upper Cabinets
Install builders grade cabs 39-42 inch. Submit layout to RS for approval. Owner to select stain color.

21 Base Cabinet
Install units with drawer bases and slide out shelving for client's easy access.

22 Countertop
Install laminate top with back splash (4 Inch). Owner to select from standard colors.

23 Plumbing: Replace Kitchen Sink, Faucet, and Disposal

Reinstall sink , faucet, and GD
New ptraps,angle stops and new supply lines.

24  Painting
Prime new drywall, 2 coats SW A100 or equal on walls and ceiling of kitchen.

25 Demolition
Remove metal cabinets, tile from back wall, appliances, sink, countertops.

26 Fascia and Ext. Trim
Remove 1x2 and apply hardiplank trim (or equal) over exisiting wood trim (or remove trim for
application). Flash appropriately at transition to vinyl siding.

Clean all supplies and returns, replace rusted grilles as needed.

Save and reuse vanity sink and toilet, demo bath/shower (use abatement contractor for asbestos)
surround,shower valve.

Plumbing
Replace shower/bath valve with anti scald, lever handle. Install shower base 5 ft to fit existing drain,
fiberglass unit.

Shower Surround:
Install cultured marble surround with 2 bath caddies. Wrap window jamb with same material. Provide
solid blocking for grab bars.

Cement Board/Drywall
Install cement board in wet areas and patch drywall as needed

Vanity and Top
Reinstall vanity, top and sink (Owner to select color) Reinstall faucet. Replace p trap, supplies and shut
offs valves under sink.

Grab Bars
Install horizontally, 18 inch and 24 inch grab bars in shower area, attached directly into studs/blocking.
Install combo grab bar /towel rod next to shower to assist in/fout of shower.

Painting
Apply 2 coats of SW AIOO or equal to walls and ceiling, trim can be second color.
Sheet Vinyl Flooring:

Install sheet vinyl flooring over 1/4 inch underlayment Installation to include removal and replacement of
existing base with like material, or installation of matching shoe mould with related finishes.
