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Question 1: 

Can the Airport/City agree on a number of services so that bidders are bidding to the same scope 

of work for landside maintenance, so that we are bidding “apples to apples”?     

 

Answer:  

The Airport will not set schedule for bidders; we want bidders to use their knowledge and 

expertise to submit their own schedule based on requirements of RFP (see Section 2.2 B 

‘Required Tasks’ – basic outline of what’s required there.)  

 

Question 2: 

Has the airport been able to provide details regarding the average number of times they service 

the required areas for snow removal over the last 3-5 years. 

 

Answer: 

Average snow events from 2010 – 2015 is 23 per year 

 

Question 3: 

Is there a location that snow removal equipment could be stored, such as the yard where the de-

icing materials are kept? 

 

Answer: 

Yes – the Airport will provide an area in the Airfield/Shop Yard (this area requires card access – 

so employees must receive cards to enter area).   

 

Question 4: 

Does the airport have a record of the average amount of mulch that has been required for re-

mulching beds and tree rings over the last 3-5 years? 

 

Answer: 

No, the Airport does not have this information.  

 

Question 5: 

Regarding tumbleweed removal, are there areas on the property that have been identified 

historically by airport maintenance as specific areas of concern where large amounts of 

tumbleweeds have gathered regularly. 

 

Answer:  

Westside/along the fence line parallel to Aviation Way is the area where tumbleweed gathers 

regularly.
